Refuge Cove and Corner inlet, and then possibly on to Deal Island and /or Flinders Island. However, given this is a “Cruise in Company” each skipper is
responsible for their own boat and crew, and on some occasions, the fleet will split, with various boats going in different directions to different destinations.
The emphasis is on having fun, and social events take place along the way, including the annual Cruising Group Bocce championship, Klopp competitions, and
a themed BBQ.
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
